GAME BY GAME

On Monday, November, 19th the boy’s varsity opened their season over previously unbeaten (11-0) St. Paul. St. Timothy led at the half 28 to 16. In the second half the tigers picked up their defense and won by a score of 45 to 29. The top three scorers were Zach Lewis with 15, Tyler Huffman with 14 and Arnoldo Ballestas with 6. 
On Friday, November 29th the boy’s varsity played their second game of the year against St. Mary of Simsbury. The tigers jumped out to an early 23-0 lead and continued their good play throughout the game winning 61 to 21. Maleek Riley led all scorers with 16 points followed by Tyler Huffman with 14 and Brendan Fox with 8.

On Friday, November 30th the boy’s varsity raised its record to 3-0 with a convincing 77 to 20 win over St. Mary of Newington. There were 10 teams entered in the boy’s varsity tournament. St. Timothy received a first round bye. In their first game they played St. Francis. The boys were attempting to win both the regular season championship and the playoff championship and finish the regular season undefeated. The tigers only played St. Paul once during the regular season and that was in the season opener. The lion’s strength this season has been a balanced scoring attack. STATE TOURNAMENT
24 hours later the tigers opened play in the state tournament playing against St. Brendan’s, the # 3 team from the New Haven Deanery. Unlike the day before the tigers broke out to a big 18-7 first quarter lead and never looked back beating their very tall opponents 67-40. Tyler. H. again led the tigers with 25, Zach chipped in with 15, Tyler C. 12, Arnoldo 8, and Brendan F. and Maleek with 2 each.
On Sunday, March 10th the boys varsity played heir second round state game against the # 2 team from New Haven. Zach scored 6, Maleek 6, and Tyler H. 6 as the tigers scored the first 18 points of the game in the first 6 minutes to take an 18-0 first quarter lead. Good play continued as the tigers extended their lead to 30-5 at the half. STMS cruised to victory in the second half winning by a score of 46-22. Scoring for the tigers were Zach 17, Tyler H. 13, Maleek 10, Brendan F. 4, and Brian P. 2. The tiger’s semi-final game will be against the undefeated #1 team from Waterbury.

On March 15 the boys played a state semi-final game against St. Francis Xavier, the # 1 and undefeated team from Waterbury. The game was close in the first quarter with the tigers winning only 13-10. Dan did an outstanding job in the first quarter on the offensive boards giving the tigers many second scoring opportunities. The second quarter was played even as the tigers had to work very hard on defense trying to contain their outstanding point guard. After Xavier cut the lead to 2 Tyler Huffman hit a 3 pointer just before the buzzer to give St. Timothy a 29-24 lead at the break. St. Timothy continued plying very constantly on offense and defense pulling away to a 57-39 victory. Scoring for the tigers were Tyler H. with 30, Zach 13, Maleek 6, Tyler C. 4, Ronny and Dan with 2 each.

On Saturday, March 29th the tigers traveled to Kennedy H.S. in Waterbury for a state championship game against St. Paul from Kensington. One month earlier the tigers defeated St. Paul in dramatic fashion in double overtime in the league championship game. The boys were well prepared for a very close and intense game. St. Paul opened the scoring with a 3pointer and the tigers put on an awesome shooting display.
