GAME BY GAME REPORTS BELOW

The final score was Renbrook 11 STMS 4. Scoring runs for the tigers were Grace, Susie, Kerry Kearney and Katie Beaule. Katie also made a fine line drive catch at 3rd base. Allison Denton and Annie Zangari both played well at first base.
On Thursday, April 10th the girls played their second game of the season against St. Paul at Casey field in Bristol. Our 8th graders have never beaten St. Paul. This year the final score was STMS 7 St. Paul 3. Julia started pitching and then was relieved by Mary who came in and struck out 9 batters. Runs were scored by Charlotte, Mary, Grace, Susie, Amanda, Anya and Rachel. Mary, Amanda and Rachel had an RBI. Charlotte had 2 hits a single and a double. There were two excellent defensive plays.
