Scoring for the tigers were Cathleen 12, Logan 6, Meghan, Rachel and Ellen each with 4, Kathleen, Colleen, Cathy, and Emma each had 2 and Annie had 1.

Friday, November, 30th the girls raised their record to 3-0 with a 46 to 2 victory over St. Mary of Newington. The girls played a well rounded game against a young St. Mary team. 10 players again scored. On January 19th the team rebounded from the tough loss to Illing with an improbable victory against a good and well coached Holy Trinity team. The game got off to a sluggish start with the teams playing some good defense but missing some open shots but the tigers were able to take a slim 8-5 lead after one quarter. The slow pace continued in the second quarter but the lady tigers were able to put together a 10-2 run late in the quarter to take a 23-13 halftime lead. With the offense floodgate finally open the team played some great basketball on their way to a 52-30 win. Credit Mount Carmel playing hard right to the end and having a great season. Everyone for St. Timothy played well and really stepped up in a tough situation to keep the season going. Scoring were Meghan 16, Cathy 13, Cathleen 9, Kathleen 8, Colleen4, and Taylor S. 2.
