Principal’s Report:   
+ H&SA events held during Catholic Schools Week were well-received by faculty, particularly the Teacher’s Luncheon.  Thanks to everyone who helped put the events together.

+ Honors Breakfast will take place on Wednesday, February 4th.  

+ Fewer prospective families than usual turned out for the Open House.  However, forty families came to a recent one, even fourth graders.  

+ Science and Geography Fair will be in the gym from 6:30- 8:00pm Wednesday evening.  It’s a really fun evening.  The students and teachers are very excited.  Judges will come in from other schools to review work and announce place winners.  At least four projects will go on to state competition.  
+ Two new students were recently accepted.  One in sixth grade and one in seventh grade.  Another prospective sixth grader has applied. 

+ Preliminary budget is being worked on by Dr. Balkun.  He is hoping for a less than $400 increase in tuition next year- hopefully around $200 per student.  

+ The school is up-to-date on textbooks.

+ More financial aid will need to be made available to more students in the upcoming year. STMS gave $75,000 in aid this year, plus $25,000 in aid from the Archdiocese. 

Treasurer’s Report: (see attached report)
